Valitsus kinnitas jargmise aasta riigieelarve
eelndu, kus tulude mahuks on kavandatud
€8,45 miljardit ja kulude mahuks €8,54
miljardit.  Vorreldes tanavuse aastaga
kasvavad tulud 7 protsentini ja kulud 6
protsenti.

Valitsussektori eelarvepositsioon on tuleval
aastal  struktuurses  Ulejaagis  0,8%’i
sisemajanduse kogutoodangust. Nominaalne
puudujaak on seejuures 0,5%.

Selleks, et tagada riigi valmisolek sisemiste ja
valiste ohtudega toimetulekuks, tdusevad
kaitsekulud 2,05 protsendini sisemajanduse
kogutoodangust, moodustades kokku €412
miljonit ehk €28 miljonit enam kui aasta varem.

Suurima osa jargmise aasta kaitse-eelarvest
moodustavad relvastuse ja varustuse
hanked.

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THE BALTIC COLLECTIVE “Shared goals”. A talk by Elin Toona Gottschalk

In Estonian communities round the world
there have been commemorations recently
to mark the 70th anniversary of Estonians
fleeing their homeland to seek refuge
abroad from the advancing Soviet Red
Army.

One of those refugees was Elin Toona
whose journey into exile with her mother
and grandmother eventually ended in
England. Elin moved on later to the USA.
She was a speaker at one of the

commemoration events in Toronto. We |

reproduce a transcript of her talk “The
Baltic Collective - Shared goals” which took
place at Tartu College on 22nd September.

This week marks the 70th anniversary of
terrible events in September 1944, when
Soviet tanks rolled into the Baltic States
and took our freedom for almost half a
century. Three generations of the original
refugees who fled to the West are
advanced in years or have since died. |
belong to the third. We still remember the
day we fled and, amazingly enough, the
day our countries regained their freedom.
These historic events have shaped our
lives and changed the palette of our
national identities forever.

Most of us here today were still young
children when our parents and
grandparents left with us. We had only
heard bangs in the night, which was not
thunder and had seen flakes raining down
from the sky which was not snow. Those
who were a little older had more specific
fears but still knew nothing of the political
machinations that had taken place around
us. The most amazing thing today, 70
years later, is that similar machinations are
again taking place as we speak, originating
from the same direction as before and
bringing to mind a phenomenon that still
perpetuates in Western politics. Because
the world has not yet been able to balance
the two greatest crimes of the 20th century,
namely Fascism and Communism into
equal parts, and fails to condemn both
Hitler and Stalin as the greatest villains in
modern history, it has left the victims of one
side over-emphasised while the victims on
the other side are ignored.

We have ended up on the forgotten side
because we were victims of both terrorists
and the world is not allowing us that
privilege. If you were a Communist you
were the good guy, against the Fascists. If
you were against the Communists you
were a Fascist. No explanations allowed.

That the world was not properly informed
about the true nature of Communism was
obscured by the overwhelming horrors of
Fascism and when at least part of the
enormous scope of the carnage of
Communism was revealed it was too much
for the human brain to absorb. The world
was still reeling from what was learnt about
Hitler at the Nuremberg trials. We learnt
Hitler's secrets early on, but the criminals
of Communism were never tried, so their
crimes remained hidden for several more
decades. We still don’t know what life was
like behind the Iron Curtain. After the
collapse of the Soviet Union the Russians
took their KGB files with them and the
world will probably never know.

As nations the Baltic States are very
different in character. We have our own
origins, our own languages and similar
cultural traditions, but as a collective we
are bound by the same struggle to gain
historical recognitions of the terrible crimes
committed on our soil.

Today we are pausing to remember our
mothers and grandparents with whom we
fled in 1944, and think about those who
remained and endured almost 50 years of
Communist hell. We also share the tragedy
of June 14th, 1941, when thousands of our
people were deported to Siberia. In

Estonia more than 10,000 men, women
and children were loaded onto freight cars
on that hot summer night. Because it was
a hot night, only summer clothes were
handy and they were too much in shock to
think of packing warm clothes. Most died
during the first winter. Latvia and Lithuania
lost more people because they had larger
populations. No images of the deportations
or of the dead women and children who
died in Siberia have ever reached public
consciousness here in the West. The
deportations continued. It was genocide. No
one noticed! The United States, in 2001,
declared June 14th, ‘Baltic Day’ but |
wonder how many people paid attention or
knew what it meant.

We are remembering our own. We
Estonians are thinking of the 70,000 who
fled in September 1944. |t is time to reflect.
We left no memorials on that journey, all
we have are memories, and we brought
them with us. As | am sure did the Latvians
and Lithuanians with whom we fled
alongside.

“I’'m thinking Memorials”.

Honouring the dead is a universal tradition.
But because of this artificial division
between the victims of Fascism and the
victims of Communism, and because we
were victims of both, it is difficult for us to
get the message out to the world that our
thousands of murdered and deported were
also part of the family of man on this planet.
But because more of our victims were killed
by Communism than Fascism our lists of
‘never again” continued in limbo.
Communist occupation in the Baltics lasted
longer than anywhere else in Europe.

When | was in Estonia some time ago, on
the shore of Lake Peipsi, where there are
strings of Russian and Estonian villages
peacefully existing side by side, | stopped
to watch how they honoured their own.
They shared cemeteries. When the
Russians were conducting their funeral
service the Estonian party waited outside
the gate. And vice versa. A civilized and
appropriate way to respect anyone, no
matter who they were or how they died.

Communism has been a sacred cow
allowed to wander at will across the beliefs
and sensibilities of everyone else for
almost a century. By not acknowledging
and by protecting those mind-boggling
crimes the keepers of their own flames
appear to be afraid that their exclusive
lights would dim in comparison, should the
true scope of what the Russians did finally

reach public consciousness and
upset the status quo. That's
nonsense!

I think this might be a good
opportunity for The New York Times
to publish a special supplement
about the flight from the Baltics in
1944 showing images of what it was
like to live under Communism, to
dispel the myth that it was just “a
utopian ideal gone wrong”. The world
needs to be shown what happens
when Russians “liberate” people as
they did then and would like to do
again. The Russian propaganda
machine is already trying to write us
out of our own history because we
Estonians, Latvians and Lithuanians
in exile are still the only
w eyewitnesses left who can tell the

- world what really happened in 1944.
Thus, they are now saying that we
were never refugees, and contend
' the Soviets were never occupiers but
- saviours. Also that we were never
~ | refugees but immigrants greedy for
the fleshpots of the West. The other
lie is that we voted for Soviets to take
us over but have omitted to mention
that the “polls” were conducted by
armed soldiers and that those who voted
NO were not heard of again. It is a crying
shame that the Communist doctrines, and
their justification for deception, called “re-
education”, has been protected for so long,
for the wrong reasons. Free societies have
no idea what it means or that Soviet goals
have not changed, even though they now
operate under a new name - “new Russia”,
and Putin too has had a face-lift — literally.

On a more hopeful note, however, |
listened to President Obama’s speech in
Estonia a couple of weeks ago, as he
blitzed though the Baltics. | was blown
away when he mentioned some specific
crimes committed by the Soviets in the
time-frame we’re talking about right now.
He actually mentioned babies being torn
from their mothers’ arms and praised our
brave Forest Brothers as heroes, not the
“fascists” the Soviet propaganda machine
is labelling them. Bravo Obama! Definitely
a step forward. I'm hoping the whole world
listened to that speech, but | doubt it.

It’s a strange world we live in.

| am not a politician and certainly not an
expert on political trends but do have the
authority of a naive questioner, like that
little boy who noticed that the King was not
wearing any clothes. My question is “do we
really have to keep this myth alive that
Hitler's crimes were worse than anyone
else’s and especially Stalin’s, when we
have proof to the contrary?”

Do we have to keep re-living the legacy of
one criminal’'s crimes while that of an
equally horrific murderer, has gone scot
free, and still enjoys amnesty after almost
a hundred years? And why is Putin
brandishing nuclear weapons “in retaliation
and protection™? In retaliation for what?
Protection against whom? | can’t think
of a single country that wants Russia now
or ever did. It's a beautiful country, with
huge natural resources. Instead of always
wanting to exploit and destroy other
peoples’ countries why don’t they develop
their own?

This conundrum, considering the enormity
of the consequences, should Putin
proceed, will be profound. On the other
hand, now that Putin is no longer calling his
actions Communism, and is breaking his
own myth, it is giving the world permission
for the sacred cow to be taken by the horns
and put to pasture.

Remember the “Black Book of
Communism”  published by Harvard
University in 1999. It was a true deposition
by eye-withesses and the victims

themselves, attesting to the atrocities
committed by the Soviets during the 20th
century. The book suggests more than 100
million victims.

Alas, since the book appeared many of the
contributors have recanted for the same
reasons mentioned earlier. Condemning
Communism, still throws a shadow of
fascism upon the accusers. Because most
Soviet crimes were committed in our
countries, by pinning the ‘fascist’ label on
us, it means they can keep doctoring the
history books as long as we let them do it.

Let me quote Vasily Grossman who wrote
a book on this subject, ‘Forever Flowing’,
and the foreword to ‘The Black Book’ - “In
contrast to the Jewish Holocaust which the
Jewish Community has actively
commemorated, it has been impossible for
victims of Communism and their legal
advocates to keep the memory of the
tragedy alive, and any request for
commemoration or demands for reparation
are brushed aside.”

Its the same situation with Anne
Applebaum’s “Gulag” and Solzhenitsyn’s
great tomes. They too have failed to draw
sympathy for the millions mentioned
above, for the same reason.

Hollywood has made films about Japanese
barbarisms, about the Holocaust, even
about Vietnam and the Korean War but so
far there has not been a single frame of film
about what happened to the Baltic victims
in Siberia.

We have to conclude that even after almost
100 years, indeed, the ideological battle
between Hitler and Stalin is still raging -and
Stalin is winning.

The success of this war is mostly focused
on perception and innuendo. It's not that
easy to actually alter archives. The truth is
out there for scholars but who else bothers
with facts. The important thing is what
people think. What voters think of us and
our small countries, should we need their
help or support.

Think about that for a minute.

| was in England last year on a radio talk
show, talking about my recent book “Into
Exile: A life story of war and peace” and
about the difficult conditions experienced
by the highly educated Baltic Displaced
Persons in England’s rigid class system,
where they were forbidden to look their
“betters” in the eye, and were often called
“bloody foreigners’. The interviewer agreed
quite cheerfully that | had a point but it had
been necessary for Britain’s economic
recovery. He even thanked us for our
contribution and said he loved Tallinn. He
named it the “Stag party capital of the
world” but then, unexpectedly, he asked
me: “Why did the Estonian soldiers not
refuse to wear German uniforms. They
could simply have pushed them aside”.
The question took me by surprise. I'm a
writer but | understood the implication. We
were at the end of the interview and it
would have taken too long to explain that
the Estonians were already fighting the
Russians before the Germans arrived and
how the arrival of the Germans interrupted
the deportations and saved lives, ours
included. Also that our units were never
part of the German army. But all it needed
was the word “German uniforms” to cast
another dust mote into the dust-up already
swirling around the subject. | have an
appropriate magnet on my refrigerator that
says: “Dust is a protective covering”. The
Russians know that too!

The only way to counterbalance the
skewing of our history would be a ton of
Memoirs, written by eyewitnesses as to
what actually happened in the 1940s. They
would have to be in English, preserved in
electronic format since Google is destined
to become our next Oracle. Continues p. 3.

The answers, however, will no longer come
from the gods but from programmers with
their own political agendas, as previously
mentioned. We need to outweigh those
accounts with the truth.

Apart from my book “Into Exile” there are two
other books that meet the criteria | am aiming
for. One is “Between Shades of Gray” by the
Lithuanian writer Ruta Sepetys which
describes life in Siberi in graphic detail. It has
generated a lot of attention but was initially
geared to the wrong audience. The reviewers
call it "a document long overdue” from which
one gets the impression that even the they
are hearing about Soviet atrocities for the first
time.

The other is Sofi Oksanen’s “Purge”, another
honest and graphic account of the
psychological torture that Communism inflicts
on the human psyche. It has drawn huge
attention in Europe and been made into a
film, but it has not been widely distributed in
the US. In contrast “The Book Thief’, a mild
story in comparison, about a young Jewish
girl composed of predictable scenes is a best
seller, and the film is still going the rounds in
major cinemas.

| would also mention that a small Estonian
publisher Lakeshore Press has just published
“Stolen Childhoods”, stories of Estonian
children deported to Siberia.

It is what it is!

“Into Exile” serves a further purpose by giving
friends and relatives, who don’t speak their
native tongues, an opportunity to read about
events that brought us all here in the first
place. It covers the entire refugee journey

from 1944 to independence. The characters
are not only Estonians but also Latvians and
Lithuanians since it happened that we were
thrown together, first in the D.P camps and
later in England. There is a scene when we
stood on the deck of a Polish freighter and
watched the coastline Liepaja in flames. The
adults sang the three national anthems, the
men holding their caps to their heart and the
women weeping.

| like to think that my book will bring back
many Estonians who have drifted away from
our communities for lack of language but still
have emotional ties. It has already happened.
| received a letter from a woman in South
Africa whose mother was Estonian. They had
not kept up the language except for a few
childhood words. After reading my book she
wrote to me and began with the only word
she could remember “Terre!”. Admittedly
incorrectly spelled but it's what we are hoping
for.

| mentioned earlier about graphic images and
the importance of restoring identities, naming
the dead and honouring them. It is a ritual.
Our journey across 70 years has no mile
stones except memories. We have no rituals,
such as the way the Jews honour their dead
by laying stones upon their grave. Maybe
some day we can achieve that but until then
we are restrained by the spectre of a long
dead ghost, an obsolete anachronism. As for
the “new Russia”, it’s not just a small shadow
but a looming storm that we have already
lived through.
